Tremont schools have started, college students have begun their higher education pursuits and Sunday school attendance is beginning to rise from its summer lows. What are you doing to further your mind and faith journey? We were all challenged at this year’s Annual Conference to engage our churches in a study of the Bible by reading through the Bible in one year. While there are several ways of doing this, it is usually easier to follow through with this with a planned reading schedule, rather than just beginning and Genesis and hoping you make it to Revelation. 


I am challenging you to join me a set program that will lead us through the Bible with prescribed readings each day. There will be some days in which it seems as though you have a lot to read, but don’t let that discourage you from trying. Look at each day’s readings as an opportunity to commune alone with God, not necessarily looking for all the details or being worried about being “tested” on what you read.

Along with this challenge we will be offering various studies and small group work throughout the year. I have a couple that I want to offer over the coming months. One is by Max Lucado  entitled “Out Live Your Life.” (Discover how you can make a difference.) 



Disease claims thousands of lives daily. But we have been given an opportunity to make a big difference. We are created by a great God to do great works. He invites us to rock the world with hope. Infiltrate all corners with God’s love and life. so, how do we live in such a way that the world will be glad we did?”


This four-week study may not be for everyone, but I do challenge you to consider it. I would like to hold the 90 minute classes on Sunday afternoons, beginning October 9th. The time will be set after I talk with those who would like to participate. Please let me know if you would like to join me.
